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Dear Parents and Carers,
Wear Red Day – Friday 17th October 2025
On Friday 17th October 2025, Kingstone High School will be taking part in Wear Red Day, a national event led by Show Racism the Red Card; the UK’s leading anti-racism education charity. The day provides a vital opportunity for schools, organisations and individuals to come together to promote respect, celebrate diversity and stand firmly against racism in all its forms.
In light of the deeply disappointing behaviour displayed by a small number of football fans during the recent FA Cup tie between Hereford FC and Sporting Khalsa, this year’s Wear Red Day feels especially significant. As a school at the heart of our community, we want to take a clear and positive stand: everyone has the right to feel respected, safe and supported, regardless of background, colour or belief.
To mark the day, students are invited to come to school in non-school uniform, but must ensure they wear an obvious red item of clothing.  For example: a red jumper, red t-shirt, or a red scarf etc.  This is to show their visible support for this important cause. Despite it being an own clothes day, we will not permit jewellery or false nails/varnish, as per our school uniform policy, as this would conflict with Health and Safety.   If your child would prefer to opt out of this event, then they would be expected to attend in full, school uniform as per any school day.  
We are asking for a £1 donation per student, with all proceeds going directly to Show Racism the Red Card, helping to fund their educational work in schools and communities across the UK.  You will be able to pay via ParentPay from Tuesday 7th October, or bring in £1, on the day itself, and this will be collected.   On ParentPay, there will also be the option to purchase a Show Racism the Red Card wrist band or badge with all proceeds going direct to the charity. These will need to be purchased by Monday 13th October, so they can be order in time for the Friday event.   
Throughout the week, students will take part in assemblies exploring the importance of equality, inclusion and kindness.  On Friday 17th October, the PE faculty are organising a much-anticipated Staff vs Students football match which will be played in the spirit of unity and mutual respect.  Other events are being organised, so please do ask your children about these. 
We are proud to support Show Racism the Red Card and to reaffirm, as a school community, that racism has no place in our society. Together, we can continue to create a culture where everyone feels valued and where fairness, empathy and respect are at the heart of all we do.
